T hen he led them out as far as 
Bethany, and lifting up his hands 
he blessed them.

We can cast 
our prayers up when we need him.

 If we stop at verse 51 with Jesus in 
the clouds, we are left behind é.left 
here in our everyday lives of quiet 
desperationéleft here to our own 
deviceséleft here to create our own 
God, a god that fits what we want 
god for. 
 You remember that in Lukeõs gospel 
there is no Jesus at the tomb, òHe is 
not here. He has risen!ó They donõt see 
him at all. Jesus is not recognized 
until he took bread, gave thanks, 

broke it and began to give it to them. 
Jesus is not recognized until he does 
what he had instructed his apostles to 
do in the upper room. 
 And then to the verse 52 which 
reads, òAnd they returned to  
Jerusalem with great joy, and were 
continually in the temple blessing 
God.ó  
 The disciples did not stand around 
gazing at the clouds waiting for Jesus 
there. They were always in the 
templeéin the temple, preaching 
repentance and the forgiveness of sins 
as Jesus had sent them to doéin the 
temple and on the streets and in the 
synagogues and in houses and in jail, 
ébeginning from Jerusalem, and in all 
Judea and Sameria and to all nations 
to the ends of the earth.  
 With Jesus, there is always more. 
He is not floating around, up, up and 
away, but here, where you are. And 
because his body and blood are put 
into you, you are his temple. He is not 
the outer-space Jesus but the in-you 
Jesus who is in you and with you and 
for you wherever you go as his child, 
at your confirmation and every day.
